Just Jaeckin, a versatile and multi-talented man, was born in Vichy on August 8,
1940. It  was in 1958, during his military service in Algeria, that he discovered
photography. He then worked as a reporter.  On his return to France, he decided
to pursue this activity as a self-taught photographer, collaborating with
prestigious fashion magazines such as Elle,  Marie Claire and Vogue. For almost
seven years, he was busy capturing the most i l lustrious personalities of the
1970s. Serge Gainsbourg, Brigitte Bardot,  Jane Fonda and Sylvia Kristel (the
divine muse who played the role of Emmanuelle),  to mention only a few. A
veritable ode to beauty and glamour, Jackin's universe is embodied in the
sensuality of black and white photography, as captivating as the piercing gazes
of his models. Jaeckin sketches a graphic man, a director of images, considered
a disrupter of consciences, an agitator of morals. He proclaims an "aesthetic
beauty",  where women can finally embody themselves through a free and
uninhibited sexuality.
